Call to order at 7:05pm
1) Reading of the Minutes of the Last Annual Meeting:

Motion made by Gail Komadoski, seconded by Dewayne Hay, that the minutes be accepted as presented.  Carried

2) Business Arising from the Minutes:  wording changes in the constitution to be discussed in the proposed by law changes item.
3) Report of the Executive:  Colin reviewed the president’s address highlighting the year’s successes and areas in which we could continue to grow.  This included the four main MGDA events gained more income than previous years, this included the Kevin Cheff seminar which will be repeated for the 2020 season, and the return of the WC event at our June Hunt test event.  The club also participated in CPR training and with that, gained an AED unit.  An additional 10 members will be needed to be trained in the spring, with the amount charged for the course to cover the costs of the AED. The club also acquired a cell phone booster.  The three items were a focus at bringing more emergency services to the grounds to assist guests and members in the event of an emergency.  Two other events which the club participated in were the MWF days with a demonstration, as well as a mentored hunt for youth, both events were hosted by club members.  Our club gained new members this year as well, through word of mouth and the WC event.  Colin acknowledged the struggles we had as an executive with change and the passing of Fred Benjaminson and thanked the team for pulling together to make the year a success together.
4) Report of the Treasurer:   Carrie presented the treasurer report with a focus on the review of revenue and expenses.   The club closed with a loss of $12,850.26.  Although our events were a success, the club invested in more grounds development to ensure we are in a good place to host the National this coming September.  The executive also took the recommendation from the auditor report of 2018 to produce a five year plan which was presented within the report.  Recommendations for the coming year include providing budgets to trial committees and event chairs for each event to work with, for the membership chair and treasurer to continue as a combined role, and for the additional events such as Grey Cup Fundraisers, Awards dinner, to provide details on revenues and expenses for the event s with their reports.  There was some discussion regarding the comparison from 2018 to 2019 and whether there was a true revenue.  The treasure report was accepted by Gail.     
5) Report of Grounds Committee:  Colin provided the recap of the grounds committee.  A review of the major item expenditures, as well as the costs associated with the recent fall break in in which a police report was filed.  All major items have been removed from the club grounds until the spring.  Colin reviewed plans for the 2020 year.  The report was accepted by Gail and seconded by Dewayne.
6) Communication:  Discussion regarding the recent survey sent out from the NRCC regarding keeping the two national events separate vs combining as one event.  All members are encouraged to go to the NRCC site to vote on how they would like to see future events run.

7) Proposed by law changes:  By law change for a new membership category to be established for Junior Membership with the same provisions as a spousal member.  The addition of a parent/guardian to be present was suggested to be added. The age group will be from 12 – 18 years of age.  Motion to accept by Gail, seconded by Geoff.
By Law wording change regarding the dissolution of the club that was discussed at the 2018 AGM.  The change from the National Retrieve Club to the Manitoba Heritage Foundation.  Motion to modify wording of article 9 section 6 to reflect same was accepted by Dewayne, seconded by Blake.

By law change regarding a correction to article 13 section 3 of the bylaws from 14 day notification of a AGM or Special Meeting to 20 days to reflect consistency.  Motion to accept by Carrie, seconded by Geoff.

By Law change to the wording of what an associate member is entitled to was discussed to provide more clarity to existing wording.  Motion to accept new wording by Gail and seconded by Geoff.
